Daren Howard, a representative of Dale 
Carnegie Training, told Rotarians on Tuesday 
that leaders must model the behaviors they 
want for their organizations. 
 
Howard is part of the Midsouth Dale Carnegie 
program, working for Howard, Mohorn & 
Associates (see 
www.midsouth.dalecarnegie.com). He told 
Rotarians, “I want to rattle your cage – and 
my own in the process.”   
 
He said he discovered one day that going to 
work wasn’t pleasant.  For awhile, he “had 
been angry in the morning when (he) reached 
the office.”  He decided that reading bad 
news made him mad.  So he decided not to 
read it and it made him happier. 
 
Have you ever been asked, “How are you 
doing,” and you answer “I’ve been worse.”   

 
Howard said, “There are better answers.”   
 
He had given that reply and his mentor had 
asked, “Can you stand on two legs; has your 
wife field for divorce; do your children have 
leukemia?”  The answers were “no.” 
 
“I decided I was absolutely doing great,” 
Howard said.

In another example, he noted that he had 
spent a lot of time complaining about a client 
– until he was asked:  “How much is that 
client worth to you?”  He said, “I was only 
hurting myself and those who had to listen.” 
 
 Be sure to have a perspective check, and 
model the right behavior, he said. 
 
He made these suggestions as he closed: 

 Get committed to having the right 
mindset. 

 Communicate well, often and per-
sonally.  Send the message over 
and over and over again.
