Last Week's Program
October 27, 2009
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Carla Palmore answers a question as Sherri
Cothern looks on.

The Women'’s Crisis Center works 24
hours a day seven days a week to help wom-
en who are in an abusive environment.

All services are free and confidential. The
Center provides “transportation, counseling,
support groups, in-person or telephone con-
sultation, safety planning, legal advocacy,
prevention education, assist in meeting physi-
cal and/or housing needs, and other support
services as determined by our staff in con-
junction with the specific needs of our
clients,” according to its Web site
(http://www.keepneawomensafe.com/).

Sherri Cothern, a WCC staff member, and
Carla Palmore, a client, visited Rotary on
Tuesday to illustrate what these services
mean to real people.

Palmore is 39, a single mom with three child-
ren. She grew up in Chicago in an abusive
environment at home and in her neighbor-
hood. She lost her mother at age 14. Her
brother abused her.
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She was the first of three siblings to complete
high school and go to college. She was the
first in her family to secure a driver’s license.
In her mind, she said, “I had broke the cycle.
It was time to escape” the environment.

She met a Memphis guy who told her he was
in love with her and invited her to move to
Memphis. Memphis became just like Chicago.
It held abuse and physical harm. “Here we
go again,” she said.

However, “as an adult you must decide to
deal with the situation or not ... but you must
realize first it is abuse.”

She was determined not to let her children go
through the situation.

She moved to West Memphis with her child-
ren. Her husband “loved me, but I decided I
loved myself and my children more.”

West Memphis was not far enough. Her ex-
kept finding them, and the abuse continued.
She moved to Turrell. It was too small.
Again he found them.

One night she resolved that “if he kicks the
door down one more time,” it would be the
last. It didn't happened. "I didnt know what
I would have done.” She might have been in
prison separated from her children.

“So we left with only the clothes on our
backs. We left every else.” They had to find
a place away from him.

That place turned out to be Jonesboro and
the Women'’s Crisis Center. The Center
helped her decide what was best. She stayed
there three months until she joined the Jo-
nesboro community. Her children are either
employed or doing well in school. She is a
JETS driver. (Continued next page).
