Major Craig Greenham of The Salvation 
Army began his presentation by asking the 
club to consider an apple. ñYou can cut it 
open and count the seedsò, he said. ñBut only 
God knows how many apples each seed will 
produce.ò 
While The Salvation Army is perhaps best 
known for its kettles and bell ringing at 
Christmas, its work goes on year round. 
Greenham spoke about an elderly lady who 
came in seeking help. Her house had burned 
and her mother was in a hospital in Memphis. 
She had no idea of what to do next, of which 
direction to turn. Greenham and his wife 
counseled her. 
Emmet Smith, the outstanding professional 
football player, came from a poor back-
ground. Through his involvement with Salva-
tion Army programs, he went on to college 
and a great career. He was a ñseedò given 

care and attention that grew up to produce 
fruit. 
Greenham said that only he and his wife are 
paid by the Salvation Army. All the other 
workers are volunteers in the program that 
covers several counties in Northeast Arkan-
sas. 
This Christmas season, 600 families have 
signed up for assistance by the Salvation 
Army. Greenham estimates that this trans-
lates into about 3,000 people that will receive 
food and gifts this year.  
The Army began its work in 1901 in Jonesbo-
ro. It is technically an ñemergency relief cen-
terò that feeds and houses the homeless for a 
while ï until they can get back on their feet. 
Greenham says they feed 25-30 people every 
day. 
Some clients come seeking cash to make rent 
payments. Unfortunately, a few are regulars 
that you can count on to show up at a partic-
ular time of the year. Jobless individuals are 
encouraged to find work, or attend training 
and education programs for work. The Army 
does not provide these programs, but works 
with other social services agencies to assist 
clients.

 
Greenham recalled the adage ñGive a man a 
fish and you feed him for a day; teach a man 
to fish and you feed him for a lifetime.ò The 
Army is moving towards programs that pro-
vide longer term relief for clients. 
 ñWherever there is a need we try to meet it,ò 
said Greenham. ñThe generosity of folks in 
this region continues to amaze me.ò
